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1973 was a year of challenges, advances and victories.

Some of the challenges took shape in the form of programming changes and per-
sonnel changes, both in radio and TV. Just a short three months into 1973,
the stations were faced with the great challenge to quickly review their pro-
gram material and staff, and move ahead in spite of circumstances. I believe
God honored each move and the stations truly advanced, not only in gaining
some good qualified staff members in the area of broadcasting, but Christians
who love the Lord and desire the best for the listener and viewer.

The Easter Praise-A-Thon of 1973 was one of the most successful ever held
here at KHOF, in financial response, in miracles of healing, in people calling
for salvation as well as inspiration as Willard Cantelon, Pastor Schoch, Ray
Wilson (Black Buffalo) stood and presented the ministry of the stations and
the Gospel of Jesus Christ.

Last year's Thanksgiving Praise~A-Thon was different than most we have had.
There were more guests, music and more people sending gifts without calling.
But there were more needs, and people were concerned about the energy crisis
and possible financial reverses in 1974. But praise God, they gave, and are
now giving to these outreach ministries.

In the programming area, several new TV programs were begun in 1973. "Black
Buffalo's Pow Wow" went on the air in March of last year and became an oub-
standing success at once. At present, it is seen in over 9 broadcasting and
cable markets across the nation. We are recelving requests everyday for the
program and it's taxing our equipment and personnel to provide the program
to all who want it. We pray that soon we will be able to meet the demand.

Also, several churches in the southern California area caught the vision of
television in 1973, and began production of weekly telecasts over Channel 30.

There have been so many eventful happenings at KHOF radio and TV this past
year, that to review each one would require more space and time than this
year end report could allow. The staff at KHOF radio and TV just thank God
for allowing them to be a part of His great work, and may 1974 be as fruit-
ful in souls saved, lives touched as in the past.
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
